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Terms and Conditions for the European Jamboree
2020+1

AS AMENDED BY THE JAMBOREE EXECUTIVE TEAM ON JULY 2020

0. Preamble

Due to the unforeseeable, unexpected and wide-spread consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic a Force Majeure
has been invoked, as stated in the Circular 8/2020 from 4 April 2020. Therefore, the European Jamboree 2020 has
been rescheduled at the nearest and the most feasible date, from 2 to 13 August 2021. This document outlines
revised terms and conditions for the European Jamboree as approved by the Jamboree Executive Team on 17 July
2020. All registered contingents and all attendees of the Jamboree are subject to these terms and conditions.

1. Age Limits

1.1. Age Limits for Participants

Young people aged between 14 and 18 years at the start of the camp (i.e. those born after the 3 August 2003 and no
later than on 31 December 2007) are eligible to take part in the European Jamboree as participants.

Participants who at the date of the rescheduling have been already registered and will turn 18 before the European
Jamboree — born between 28 July 2002 and 2 August 2003 — are eligible to take part in the jamboree as participants
if a respective Contingent agrees on that.

1.2. Age Limits for IST
Individuals aged 18 and above (those born on or before 2 August 2003) wishing to take part in the European

Jamboree can register to be members of the International Service Team (IST).

2. Fees

2.1. Fees

The categories of fees for the European Jamboree have been approved by the relevant bodies of the Europe Region
WAGGGS and European Scout Region WOSM. In order to encourage Scouts and Guides from as many countries as
possible to participate in the European Jamboree, and to demonstrate solidarity of our Movements, fees are
allocated by category depending on the country. This approach has been used for previous European joint events
and is based on the Gross National Income per capita of each country. National Scout Organisations (NSOs) and
Member Organisations (MOs) can confirm their category with the European Jamboree Office.

Despite the postponement of Jamboree, prices remain unchanged.

The fee for participants, International Service Team (IST), and members of Contingent Management Teams (CMT) is
as follows:
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Category A 1,100 PLN
Category B 1,400 PLN
Category C 1,650 PLN
Category D 1,850 PLN
Category E 2,200 PLN
Overseas (Non-European NSOs/MOs) 1,850 PLN
IST & CMT 1,200 PLN

2.2. Late Registration Surcharge

After the closing of the registration system, it will be possible to add patrols and CMT members upon request and
with approval of the Jamboree Planning Team with a 5% participation fee surcharge.

Any payments arriving after the deadline of the invoice will be subjected to an additional 5% surcharge.
2.3. Remittance of Fee

Fees must be remitted to the bank account provided by the European Jamboree Office. Please be advised that each
Contingent will be provided with the individual account number to facilitate monitoring of payments.

Please note the following when conducting bank transfers:

1) Each transfer must include both the name of your National Scout Organisation/Member Organisation and a
reference to its purpose (for example “"Deposit for 100 persons”).

2) Please inform the European Jamboree Office of every transfer you make, including the date it was sent, the
bank from which it was sent, any reference information included, and the amount you intend the European
Jamboree to receive.

3) The amount credited to your National Scout Organisation/Member Organisation will be the net of any bank
charges applied by your bank AND the European Jamboree bank upon receipt of the transfer.

4) When following the payment schedule, please ensure that you allow sufficient time for bank transfers to be
credited to the European Jamboree account according to the dates shown.

5) All payments must be made in PLN (Polish Zloty).

2.4. Refund of Fee

Fees once paid for participants, CMT and IST will not be refunded under any circumstances, unless those described
in Section 5.
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3. Deposit

3.1. Deposit

The deposit for each registered person is 10% of the Jamboree Fee.

3.2. Coverage of Deposit

A deposit will be applied to the Contingent concerned, not individuals. You may, therefore, change names or the
category of your registration, according to the schedule shown in the Terms and Conditions (e.g. change names of 3
people, delete 11ST and add 1 CMT), with no effect on the deposit.

3.3. Refund of Deposit

Deposits will not be refunded under any circumstances.

4. Registration and Payment Schedule

4.1. Registration

31 October 2020 Due date for the 1« stage of the registration of Participants (PAX), Adult Patrol Leaders

(APL) and Contingent Management Team (CMT) — Patrol Booking (New booking or
update of the currently registered data)

31 December 2020 Due date for the 2~ stage of the registration of PAX, APL and CMT - Personal Data
Upload
31 January 2021 Due date for the registration of IST

1) The Marcato System has been replaced by the EJ2020 Registration Portal.

2) Patrol Bookings must always be approved by the Jamboree Planning Team.

3) The European Jamboree Organisation reserves the right to refuse approving new patrols, APL and CMT
members after 31 December 2020. Such a decision will be made based on the total number of registered
participants of the Jamboree.

4) In case of adding new patrols, APL and/or CMT members after 31 December 2020, compensation invoices for
the full fee will be issued on a monthly basis.

5) Numbers of participants, APL and CMT members provided during the 2~ stage of the registration (Excel file
with personal data) must always be reflected in the numbers provided in Patrol Booking in advance.

6) Contingents can introduce changes in the data provided in the 2~ stage of the registration (replace one
person with another, move participants between patrols, change personal data, etc.) until 31 March 2021.

7) At midnight on 31 March 2021 the Registration Portal fully closes. Contingents will have read-only access to

their data and necessary, limited number of changes must be requested to the Registration Department.

Invoices are issued based on the data of PAX, APL and CMT booked in the Registration Portal on 31
December 2020.
Contingent in which number of patrols, APL and CMT remains unchanged, or was decreased, will receive an
invoice for the 3rd instalment (50%) with a 30-days payment period.
Contingents in which number of patrols, APL and CMT increases will receive two invoices:

i) First — for the 3« instalment (50%) with a 30-days payment period for patrols, APL and CMT

registered before;

i) Second - for the full (100%) participation fee for the new patrols, APL and CMT members.
For the International Service Team, invoices are issued on 31 January 2021 based on the data from the
Registration Portal.
Contingent in which the number of ISTs remains unchanged, or was decreased, will receive an invoice for
the 3™ instalment (50%) with a 30-days payment period.
Contingents in which number of ISTs increases will receive two invoices:

i) First — for the 3 instalment (50%) with a 30-days payment period for all ISTs registered before;

i) Second - for the full (100%) participation fee for the new ISTs.
Please note that payments arriving after the invoice payment deadline might be subjected to an additional
5% surcharge and there will be no refunds for the number of patrols, APL and CMT decreased after 31
December 2020.

4.3. Payments for the Contingents Registered After 1 May 2020 (New Contingents)

Based on the data of PAX, APL and CMT booked in the Registration Portal on 31 October 2020 an invoice for
the 1*t instalment (20%) with a 30-days payment period is issued.

Based on the data of PAX, APL and CMT registered in the Registration Portal on 31 December 2020 an invoice
for the 2" instalment (80%) with a 30-days payment period is issued.

Based on the data of ISTs registered in the Registration Portal on 31 January 2021 an invoice with a 30-day
payment period is issued for the full participation fee is issued.

Please note that New Contingents may decrease the number of patrols, APL and/or CMT between 31
October and 31 December without financial consequences. New Contingents may also increase the number
of patrols, APL and/or CMT between 31 October and 31 December after consulting that with the Jamboree
Organisation. Payments arriving after the invoice payment deadline might be subjected to an additional 5%
surcharge and there will be no refunds for the number of patrols, APL and CMT decreased after 31 December
2020.

5. Cancellation Policy

5.1. Break-Even Point

The Jamboree may be cancelled by the Host Organisation if on 1 November 2020 the break-even point of 10,000
registered participants is not reached. In such a case, the Host Organisation will return 30% of the fees paid to date.
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5.2. COVID-19 Related Cancellation

The Jamboree may be cancelled at any time by the Host Organisation because of the COVID-19 Related Force
Majeure.

For these Terms and Conditions the COVID-19 Related Force Majeure is interpreted as an event of a sudden and
unexpected nature, related to the epidemics or pandemic of infectious diseases, acts of executive and legislative
authority, including acts of authority of a state other than the Republic of Poland or the acts of the authorities of
international organisations, including in particular those of state authorities, including states other than the
Republic of Poland, and international authorities, related to the reduction of the effects of the epidemic or
pandemic infectious diseases, as well as disorders of collective life (e.g. riots, war, state of emergency, strike, etc.
caused by the COVID-19 pandemic) the consequence of which is or may be the difficulties or inability to organise the
European Jamboree, caused (among other things) by limitation the entry of participants of the European Jamboree
into the territory of the Republic of Poland, restrictions related to the organisation of mass events, the withdrawal of
participants in the event due to concern for health, life or guidelines and advice of state or international authorities
and organisations. In particular, the COVID-19 epidemic or pandemic of COVID-19 disease as well as the actions of
state authorities, including countries other than the Republic of Poland, and international lysis, are considered to be
a Force Majeure, to the extent that these activities may hinder the or prevent the organisation of the European
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
